What is a Let Us property?

Let us manages or leases properties on behalf of private
landlords.

To be included as a ‘Let Us' property the rent level must be at, or very close to, the
Local Housing Allowance rate. This means that the properties are affordable to those
who claim housing benefit. The property must then be allocated to someone who is
homeless or at risk of homelessness, so for example, someone who is currently is a
private rented property and their landlord has decided to sell the property therefore
putting the tenant at risk of homelessness.

Properties can only be counted in the Let Us data if they were acquired on or after
1st April 2019. This is when Greater Manchester Combined Authority confirmed their
commitment to fund Let Us through Greater Manchester Mayor Andy Burnham's
Homelessness Trailblazer. There may be properties which are rented at higher rent
levels, or which are not specifically for rent to homeless households. These can't be
included as Let Us properties.
